WS-GUARD Installation

© Remove all 4 enclosure screws
with a PGP® adjustment tool or
#8-32 hex Allen wrench.

© Choose alocation exposed to
full sunlight and rain without
any obstructions.

© Attach the desired sensor without
sensor arm to the screw bolt
and securely fasten and re-
install enclosure screws.
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Pipe Mounting

Install WS-GUARD to any
width galvanized pipe. IT is
recommended to use a pipe
atleast 8' (2.4 m) in height to
protect against vandalism and
maximize wireless range.

Use two appropriately sized
hose band camps or stain-
less-steel screws to mount
enclosure to pipe.

Flat Surface Mounting

Install WS-GUARD to a flat
surface mounted above any
nearby object using stainless
steel screws.

Note: Before reassembly of enclosure and mounting, pair the Solar Sync or Rain-Clik sensor to the receiver by pressing and holding the black spindle
until the red LED under the sensor flashes. If the LED does not flash, move closer to the receiver.
